During
this term we ask that children havepair of trainers as part of their P.E kit so that they

can participate safely in outdoor sports. We request that they bring their kit into school on
Monday, in a suitably sized bag, and leave it in school until Friday. Each class will
partake in FootballNetball and Hockey. Once the grass is soft, football boots will be
needed for hockey and football lessons

Each day your child will have a Literacy Hour. During the Literacy Hour each child will
