Summer Term 2008

We would like to welcome the new Reception Year children and their teacher Mrs King
to what should be a new and exciting time for them. We hope thatitheen will enjoy

the various learning experiences offered to them and through play extend and adapt their
existing knowledge.

The children will continue to experience and enjoy books. Stories with lots of repetition
will be chosen to encourage the reaitign of high frequency words. Reading books will

be sent home three times a week. Each child also has an individual reading record
booklet.
