Questions to ask before/during/after reading: 

 What will happen next? 

 Look at page ____. What do you think might happen?  

 Have you ever…? 

 What would you do? 

 Read page ___. Why is the character behaving in such a way? 

 Point/say the words that tell us the character’s feelings. 

 Do you know another story where the character is…? 

 Who are the characters in the story? Tell me about … character. 

 What do you think the character was trying to do? Why? 

 Can you tell me what happened at the beginning, middle and end of the story?  

 Do you think the character should have done…? 

 Who is the story mostly about? 

 What did you like about the story?  

 Does it remind you of anything in your life?   

 

Non-fiction books: 

 What did we find out about….. Why? 

 Read the information about … List 3 key points about it. 

 Compare (object) to those of today. List key differences. 

 How does this book look different to a fiction book? (eg captions, labels, diagrams, fact 

boxes) 

 Look at index. Can you find information about…?
