EYFS continuous provision in EYFS means the children will have daily access to art materials and tools such as:
· drawing resources such as wax crayons, HB pencils, pencil crayons, chalk, felt tips.  
· junk modelling resources such as: cardboard boxes, fabric scraps, foil, empty bottles or cartons, lolly sticks, corks.
· loose parts such as foam shapes, buttons and sequins 
· coloured paper, white paper and craft card, clipboards, left and right-handed scissors 
· joining materials such as paper clips, tack, tape, split pins, treasury tags, string, ribbon, glue sticks and PVA glue, glue spreaders and pots 
· paint pots and brushes, pump bottle dispensers, water pots, paper towels, aprons, paper, easel, pegs and drying rack.

EYFS enhanced provision may include: 
· seasonal materials or those related to a special festival, for example, snowflake sequins at Christmas. 
· a provocation to create, for example: a daffodil in a vase with some paper, paintbrushes and watercolours surrounding it. 
· materials chosen to develop certain skills or enhance an interest such as clay, papier maché or charcoal. 

Enhanced provision is normally provided to either encourage consolidation of learning after a lesson, or in response to children’s expressed interests. It is normally taken away after a week or when the children are no longer using the resources.    

Once a term, the children will participate in the termly whole school art weeks (see table below) where they will be introduced to the work of the famous artist outlined in the table below.  During this week, the children will develop their art appreciation skills and experiment with new materials, tools and techniques.

Level Expected at the End of EYFS
